The state of Israel

procl ai ned by zionist |eaders on May 15, 1948, energed from a conbi nati on of

international politics and nmilitary conquest in the aftermath of the Second World War

On Novenber 29, 1947, the UN Ceneral Assenbly &ndash; dominated by the inperial powers

that won the war &nrdash; voted to partition Pal estine, which had been rul ed by the

British since the defeat of the Uthmaniyya khilafah in the First World War, into two

states, one Jewi sh and one Arab. At this tinme, about 1.3 million Arabs and 600, 000 Jews

lived in Palestine, with nmost of the Jews being recent immgrants from Europe (in 1900

there were fewer than 30,000 Jews in Palestine). Jews owned only about 6-8 percent of
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the total land of Palestine. Nonetheless, the UN partition plan gave Jews 56 percent of
Pal estinian territory, as well as keeping the area of Jerusal em and Bet hl ehem as an

i nternational zone. This was clearly unacceptable to the Pal estinians and ot her Arabs,
who regarded the UN CGeneral Assenbly vote as an inperialist irrelevance. As protests
broke out in Jerusal em and other areas of Pal estine, zionist |eaders were already

pl anni ng how to expand the territory allotted to them Their strategy was characterised
by the terrorisation of Arab conmunities and the ethnic cleansing of Pal estinian towns
and villages (see box, p. 32). The arm es of nei ghbouring Arab countries, which

i ntervened to support the Pal estinians, proved woefully inadequate conpared to the well -
armed and wel | -trai ned European Jew sh settlers. Wen arnistice agreenents were signed
bet ween Israel and the Arab states in 1949, 77 percent of Palestine was in |srael
control, with Jordan controlling East Jerusalemand the hill country of Centra

Pal estine, which area has cone to be known as the West Bank, and Egypt in control of the
coastal area around the city of CGhazzah, which area has cone to be known as the Ghazzah
strip. | srael & squo; s history since its aggressive and bl oody genesis reflects its
origins as a European racist-nationalist novenment of the sane sort as those that wought
such chaos in European history in the nineteenth and twentieth centuries. Zionism
energed in central Europe at a tinme when the continent was dom nated by nationali st
nmovements proclaimng their racial superiority over other peoples and denandi ng
political dom nation over as much territory as possible. (lronically perhaps, another
equal Iy appal ling consequence of the sane historical trend was the Nazi novenent in

Ger many. ) This was al so a tinme when European states, including new nation-states such
as CGermany and Italy, were joining the inperial contest for control over lands in the
non- Eur opean worl d, and European settlers were routinely noving to take control over
areas of Asia and Africa. As secular European Jews cane to see thenselves as a nation
without a territorial base, and indeed a nation increasingly unwelcone in a Europe
defined by other nationalisns, the colonial inperialist nodel offered itself as an
alternative. Although zionists initially suggested that Jews settle in Africa or South
America, the Jews& squo; traditional renenbrance of their ancient historical roots |ed
to their nationalist-colonialist inpulses focusing on | ands that had subsequently been
popul ated by Arabs and ruled by Muslins for hundreds of years. This was despite the fact
that orthodox and religious Jews, including Jews already living peaceably in Pal estine
under Muslimrule, initially opposed political zionism as a tiny mnority continue to
do to this day. |In Europe, the Jews fell victimto appalling atrocities, culmnating in
genoci de, perpetrated by nationalists who regarded thensel ves as inherently superior to
their victins. This is a m ndset characteristic of nodern European nationalisns, as has
been seen in nunerous nationalist conflicts, notably in the former Yugoslavia barely a
decade ago. That the zionists thensel ves shared simlar attitudes towards other peoples
is clear fromtheir slogan & dquo;a | and without a people for a people wthout a

| and&r dquo;, which inplicitly dism ssed the indigenous popul ation of Palestine. It is
hardly surprising, therefore, that their treatnent of Arabs in Pal estine should be no
better than the treatnent they thenselves suffered in Europe. It has becone a part of

zi oni st propaganda and myt hol ogy that the Jews cane to Palestine willing to live with
and indeed inprove the Iives of the Palestinians if only the Pal estinians had been
willing to Iive alongside the Jews. The reality is very different, as nunerous |srael
sources thensel ves testify. In 1948-49, the zionists in Palestine drove over 700,000
Pal estinians out of the |lands they seized. Simlar inpulses have driven |srael
expansi oni smand the settler novenents in CGhazzah and the West Bank since then. The fact
that Israeli settlenents have recently been w thdrawn from Ghazzah (August 2005) shoul d
not obscure the fact that settlenents are continuing to be expanded in the West Bank. In
Sept enber 2005, when leaving Israel for the UN sunmit in New York, Israeli prine
mnister Ariel Sharon told reporters that & dquo;Building is continuing there [the West
Bank]. We will build as much as we need. & dquo; Defence minister Shaul Mfaz had said
the day before that & dquo;We have to nake every effort to direct resources to the

devel opnent of the settlenent blocs.& dquo; And in every area that the Israelis have
taken under their control, the Pal estinian people have been subjected to the brutal and
i nhuman treatnent that has been a characteristic of ultranationalist and fascistic
novenents throughout nodern history. Their treatnment of the Pal estinians apart, the
Israeli presence in the Mddle East has al so been a major disruptive factor in terns of
regi onal geopolitics, with a |l ong record of aggressi on agai nst nei ghbouring countries.
In 1956, Israel co-operated with the British and French in their attenpted invasion of
Egypt after Ganmal Abdul Nasser & squo;s reginme nationalised the Suez Canal. |srael
troops i nvaded Gnhazzah and the Sinai peninsula but were forced to evacuate them under

i nternational pressure at the end of the war. The war of 1967 was provoked by nont hs of
Israeli sabre-rattling against Syria in particular, which pronpted Syria to fear it was
about to be invaded, a suspicion bolstered by Soviet intelligence reports that |srael
troops were massing near the Syrian border. Egypt noved troops into Sinai to support
Syria, and as the diplomatic tenperature rose, the Israelis |launched what they called

& dquo; pre-enptive strikes& dquo; agai nst Egypt, Syria and Jordan. |In the resulting war,
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whi ch | srael stubbornly naintains was one of self-defence, |Israel captured the West Bank
from Jordan, the Ghazzah Strip and the Sinai peninsula fromEgypt, and the CGol an Hei ghts
fromSyria. In 1978 Israel invaded Lebanon for the first time, supporting its favoured
Christian mlitias in the country&r squo;s civil war. 1In 1982 they invaded again,
occupyi ng the whole of the south of the country, massacring Pal estinian refugees and
besi egi ng Beirut, causing nassive casualties and devastating the country. This was when
the Hi zbullah energed as the major Islamc novenent in Lebanon, forcing the Israelis to
wi t hdraw from nmuch of the south of the country in 1985, and eventually fromthe rest of
the country, except the Shabaa area. Mijor wars apart, Israel has al so been involved in
political interference in other countries, terrorismand other disruptive activities,

all the while maintaining stubbornly that it was itself under attack and clai ning that

it was acting only in self-defence. Fromthe very begi nning of their existence, the
zioni st novenent and the state of |srael have enjoyed the support of nmjor western
powers and so have been able to get away with appalling crines. The Balfour Declaration
of 1917, by which Britain committed itself to support the establishnent of a

& dquo; Jewi sh honel and& dquo; in Pal estine, despite the fact that Jews then constituted
only atiny mnority of the area& squo;s popul ation, was only the begi nning. Throughout
the period of British rule, Jews were allowed to nove to Pal estine despite the w shes of
the I ocal population. 1In 1947, the UN CGeneral Assenbly granted the Jews by far the
larger and nore inportant part of Palestinian territory, despite the fact that the
zionists were already engaged in terrorist activities against both the British
authorities and the Arab population in Palestine. This was specifically on the

under standi ng that nore Jews would nove to Palestine in due course. Subsequently, Israe
has al ways enjoyed Western support for its actions, however illegal and aggressive .
This Western support is often explained as a consequence of Western guilt over

Eur ope&r squo; s long history of anti-senitism particularly the suffering of the Jews
under the Nazis, but that is only a partial explanation. A nunber of other

consi derations may be nore significant. Initially, it was certainly true that many in
the West, with its traditional anti-senmitism were glad to see the Jews novi ng out and
settling soneplace else. It was also a factor that the Jews were seen as a civilised,
Eur opean people that Westerners could identify with, while the Arabs were sinply natives
like the ones that had been causing all inperial powers so nmuch trouble for so nmany
years. Western powers thenselves assunmed the right to rule India and Algeria, for
exanple, so it appeared perfectly reasonable to themthat Jew sh European settlers
shoul d want and be entitled to establish themselves in Palestine. Another factor was
that the Jews had cone to be seen, in sone circles, as allies of the Christian Europeans
against their traditional enemes, the Muslins of the Mddle East. Increasingly too, as
t he bal ance of power anbng Western inperial powers changed, and the US becane nore
important after the Second World War, Israel cane to be seen as an inportant ally in the
regi on, both against the Soviet Union in the context of the Cold War, and in terns of

t he US&rsquo;s increasing interest in maintaining |ong-termcontrol over the
regi on& squo; s oil resources, particularly as Islamc novenents have presented serious
chal | enges to Western neo-col oni al hegenony over the region. The zionists, for their
part, have proved renarkably adept at exploiting all these considerations to ensure that
of ficial western support for them does not wane, even as many ordi nary people in Wstern
countries have becone increasingly aware of |srael & squo;s true nature and the crimna
reality behind their carefully cultivated propaganda facade. Exploiting the nenory of
the Nazi persecution of the Jews, in the nanme of ensuring that nothing |like that can
ever happen again, is a major part of this process; sonething that sits ill with

| srael & squo; s own treatnent of the Palestinian people, and its history of allying with
the apartheid reginme in South Africa, Hindu nationalists in India and fascist groups and
regimes in Latin Anerica and other places. Perhaps nore significant, however, is the
role of wealthy and politically-influential Jewi sh communities and interests in al
Western countries, but the USin particular. The fact that the Israeli interest has cone
to be seen as inseparable fromthe national interest in the US, for exanple, is now
recogni sed as problematic by a significant mnority of the Anerican people, but is

somet hing that they are powerless to do anything about, given the Jew sh-1srael

i nfluence over the political institutions and processes in the country. Fromits very
genesis, therefore, the zionist novenment has been inseparably linked with both European
ultra-nationalism a phenonenon that has come to be seen as anachronistic and
unacceptable in Europe itself, and Western colonial inperialism At a tine when fascism
has beconme a dirty word, when the Serbian exanple has discredited extrenme nationalism
zionismtoday is perhaps the last ultranationalist novenent whose crinmes are tolerated
and justified. Colonial inperialism for its part, was on the wane even as |srael was
created in the heart of the Muslimworld after the Second World War; it was replaced by
econonmi ¢ and political neo-inperialism (Anerica& squo;s increasingly direct
intervention in foreign countries, notably Afghanistan and Iraq, in recent years is
better seen as an evolution of neo-inperialismrather than a return to colonialism)
Chal | engi ng | srael & squo;s right to exist is one of the great taboos of nodern Western
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di scourse, automatically equated with anti-semtism The reality, however, is that
zionismand the zionist state are bound to go the way of other fascist ideologies and
colonial settler states. bjectively speaking &ndash; setting aside Jew sh religious
cl ai ms, which many orthodox Jews reject and non-Jews can hardly be expected to accept
&mdash; the zionists have no nore right to dominate Pal estine, at the expense of the

i ndi genous popul ation, than the British had to rule India or the French to rule Algeria.
O course, the processes of decolonisation in both India and Algeria were traunatic and
bl oody; but in hindsight no one doubts that they were necessary and inevitable. 1In both
cases, nuch of the trauma was caused by the colonialists& squo; refusal to accept the
inevitable. It is simlarly inevitable that the zionist state will in due course be
abol i shed and replaced by a state reflecting the faith, values and aspirations of the
majority of the indigenous Pal estinian popul ation. What remains to be seen is the
process and tinescale through which this inevitability unfolds; it is unlikely to be
soon, considering the support that the zionists enjoy fromthe worl d& squo;s | eadi ng

i mperial power at this time, and it is unlikely to be snooth, given the zionistsé& squo;
determination to fight the inevitable, and their proven and oft-denonstrated politica
cunning and nilitary ruthl essness. In the nmeantine, Palestinians concerned with their
hornel and, and Muslins around the world concerned with both justice for their brethren in
Pal estine and the fate of al-Quds, a city central to the history of Islam nust do
everything possible to linmt the damage that the zionists are doing in Palestine and to
end the Western inperialist domination of the world, of which the zionist state of

Israel is a central part. It is only as part of this broader historical process that the
zi oni st occupation of Palestine will be ended, and al-Quds will be restored to the

adm ni stration of the only rulers under whomall those who regard it as sacred have been
able to enjoy its blessing in peace, prosperity and freedom The threat to Al-Quds One
result of the zionist occupation of al-Quds in 1967 was that the Haram al - Sharif, the
third-holiest site in Islam cane under the rule of the zionists after Jordanian troops,
who were supposed to protect it, fled in disarray on June 7. The result was that no juma
prayers were held there on June 9, the first tine they were nissed since the

Haran&r squo; s restoration by Salah ul-Din. But the threat was far greater than that;
Theodor Herzl, the founder of zionism said at the first zionist conference in 1897:

& dquo; If | ever control Jerusalem | wll definitely renove all the holy places except
the Jewi sh ones. & dquo; This zionist aspiration was enphasi sed in 1948, when |srael
aircraft bonbed the Haramin an attenpt to destroy it. The two nbosques were hit by a
total of 65 bonbs, doing considerable danage.

A -Haramal-Sharif is a rectangul ar
area located in the south-east of the old city of Jerusalem It is enclosed by a wal
with el even gates, of which seven are open and four closed. It is also connected to
other parts of the city by traditional paths. Wthin the Haramthere are 25 dri nki ng-
wat er wel s and numerous fountains. The Haram has four minarets and several domes and
porches. There are also two sundials. The two buildings within the Haram are t he Done of
the Rock in the centre of the Haram and the Masjid al-Agsa. (The name al-Agsa is al so
used to refer to the Haramas a whole.) Both were built by the Umayyad ki ng Abdul - Malik
i bn Marwan, the Done in 68-72AH (688-691CE) and the Masjid al-Agsa in 692-705CE. This
shoul d not be confused with the nbosque built earlier by Omar ibn A -Khattab, the second

Even before the creation of the zionist state, the
zionists had started noving agai nst the Haram The npbst inportant episode was in 1929,
when Jews tried to take over the wall again on August 15 (there had been nunerous
previous attenpts, notably in Septenber 1928) and were again resisted by Muslins. The
followi ng day was a Friday, and denonstrations spread through the country, lasting until
the end of the nonth. The British authorities carried out a thorough investigati on and
ruled that the wall was part of the Haram and shoul d be controlled by the Miuslins. After
the zionists captured the city in 1967, control of the wall passed to them Since then

t he i ssue has been about control of the rest of the Haram Although it is officially
admini stered by Muslimauthorities, it is effectively under Jew sh control, for no
Musl i m may enter w thout passing through their security and getting their perm ssion
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But their longer-termanbition remains to take it over totally, and ultimtely to
denolish it and build a Jewish tenple in its place. This anbition has been conpared to
the H ndu canpaign to replace nosques in India with Hi ndu tenples, and in nany cases the
strategi es foll owed have been simlar. O course, the significance and inplications of
the Jewi sh pl ots agai nst the Haram are even nore serious than those of the destruction
of the Babri nosque in Ayodhya and ot her Indian nmosques. These plots began i medi ately
the city was captured. Israeli mmjor-general Uzi Narkis, commander of the Israeli troops
in the area when the city was captured, later reveal ed that the arny& squo;s chief

rabbi, Shlonmo CGoren, had suggested using the fighting as a cover for destroying the Done
of the Rock. The Israeli daily Ha&r squo;aretz quoted Narkis as saying that Goren had
said to him & dquo;Uzi, this to the time to get 100kg of expl osives inside the Done of
Rock and it will go for once and forever&dquo;. As in 1948, the idea was to use war as
the cover for destroying the nosques. Narkis clainmed to have been shocked by the
suggestion and to have refused it outright. A likelier explanation is that pragmatic and
political minds in Tel Aviv vetoed it for fear of the international outrage it would
cause. In August 1969, two years after the Israeli capture of Jerusalem the Haram al -
Sharif suffered its nost serious attack. Denis Mchael Rohan, an Australian Jew, entered
the building posing as a tourist. He doused the historic Nur al-Din Zinki Mnbar in a
flammabl e liquid and set fire to it. Some 1,500 cubic nmetres of the south-eastern part
of the Mosque were destroyed, about a third of the nbsque& squo;s total area. The ni nbar
had been built by Salah ul-Din al-Ayoubi during his restoration of the Haramin 583AH
(1197CE), after he had liberated it fromthe Crusaders. It was later partially restored.
The attack has gone down in official history as the work of a & squo; | one zeal ot & squo;
However, the circunstances indicate that this was not the case. It cane just three days
after a group of zionists had broken into the nbosque to pray using their horns, and
reciting hymms and carols, as part of a continuing effort to occupy the site.
Musl i ns& squo; efforts to fight the bl aze were al so hanpered. Israeli authorities
responded to the attack by cutting water supplies to the area, and fire engi nes were

del ayed in attending the scene. Since then zionist efforts agai nst the Haram have
continued. Three nmjor strategies have energed: attenpts to destroy the Sanctuary;
attenpts to occupy it; and attenpts to undernmine it physically by excavating tunnels
underneath it. Attenpts to destroy the nbsque have been continued by fundanentali st

zi oni st groups such as the Gush Enunim which Goren helped to found. There were al so
several plots discovered around the tine of the millennium A forner Israeli police

of ficer, Assaf Hefets, said in August 1999 that extrem st Jews affiliated to Gush Emuni m
and other sinilar groups were planning to destroy the two nosques and take over the
Haram At about the sanme tine, in a devel opment which may have been |inked, police
clained to have foiled a plan by Jewi sh extrem sts to rent an apartnent overl ooking the
Haram and fire mssiles into the conmpound during a congregational prayer during Ramadan
Agai n, the perpetrators& squo; object was to facilitate the destruction of the nopsques,
as well as of the & squo; peace process& squo;. Oher plots to destroy the Haramt hat
have cone to |ight include the discovery of a stash of explosives belonging to the

foll owers of Rabbi Meir Kahane in May 1980, and the arrest of 49 Jews carrying

expl osives into the Haram on March 10, 1983. Al were released the foll owi ng day.

Foll owi ng the Israeli capture of al-Haramal-Sharif, and having failed to persuade the
arny to destroy the Haram Golen and his followers prayed there to establish the
principle that it was Jew sh ground & squo; occupi ed& squo; by the Muslinms. Attenpts to
enter the Muslimparts of the nosque and perform Jewi sh rites there have conti nued ever
si nce. The Haram has al so been the scene of nunerous Israeli atrocities against

Pal esti ni ans, often when Pal estini ans have protested against |Israeli plots against the
nosques. Over 60 Pal estinians were killed or wounded on April 11, 1982, when an I srael
sol di er opened fire on worshippers. In May 1988 about 100 were killed or wounded when
troops opened fire on a Pal estinian denponstration inside the Haram And in 1990 Israel
troops killed 22 Pal estinians and injured over 200 when Mislins protested agai nst Jews
trying to lay a synmbolic foundation stone for their tenple inside the Haram The ot her
maj or |Israeli strategy against the Haram has been to undernine it by opening tunnels
running below it in the name of archaeol ogy and science. This strategy was i npl enented

i medi ately after the Israeli conquest of the old city in 1967, when archaeol ogi sts
financed by the Hebraic University and led by a university professor excavated under the
south wall and the wonené&rsquo;s nosque. There have been nine nmajor stages since then
all ostensibly for academ c reasons or to nmake facilities easier for Jews visiting the

& squo; wai l i ng wal | & squo;, but all having the effect of weakening the structures of the
Haram There are now serious concerns about the Haran& squo;s structural integrity. The
tunnel s could also be used in the future for the planting of bonbs or mines which would
totally destroy the Haram and which the zionist state could blanme on individua

zeal ots, even though they had nmade all the preparations thenselves. |In Septenber 2000,
the current Israeli prime mnister Ariel Sharon &nrdash; then | eader of the opposition
&mdash; invaded the Haram al -Sharif with a retinue of over a thousand bodyguards. His
stated object was to reassert zionist sovereignty over the site. It was w dely taken by
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zionists as a commitnent to their hopes of denolishing the Haram and replacing it with a
Jewi sh tenple. The visit pronpted the outbreak of the second Pal estinian intifada,
originally known as the Al -Agsa Intifada, anbng a Pal estinian popul ation that had becone
disillusioned with both the Israelis& squo; duplicity and dishonesty in their dealings
with the Pal estinians since the Gslo Accords, and the weakness of the Pal estinian

| eadership. Although the intifada succeeded in derailing |Israel &squo;s plans for the
&l squo; peace processé&rsquo;, |srael & squo;s nmassive nilitary advantage and the support

it receives fromthe international community, have enabled it to regroup and try to find
anot her way to achieve its |long-termobjective of securing pernmanent control over al-
Quds and al - Haram al - Shari f . As this booklet is published, in the autum of 2005, they
have been forced by the intense resistance enbodied in the intifada into a w thdrawal
from Ghazzah which they are using as cover for a renewed drive of settlenents in the
West Bank, particularly around Jerusalem with a viewto the city& squo;s future
annexation. Since abandoning 21 settlenments in CGhazzah, occupying 19 square mles of

l and, Sharon is known to have appropriated 23 square niles nore in Jerusalemand the
West Bank. Since evacuating 8,000 settlers from Ghazzah, he has sent 14,000 nore into
the West Bank. The Guardi an newspaper, London, reported on Cctober 21 that Sharon had
told the Likud Party conference that & dquo;it is of the greatest inportance for us to
expand settlements in the West Bank wi thout draw ng the worl d& squo;s attention. There
is no need to talk rmuch, but every need to build nore settlenents discreetly. & dquo;

Pal esti ni ans and ot her Muslins cannot afford to be unaware of the continuing threat to
the city of al-Quds and to the Haramitself. The political situation nmay have noved on
fromthe height of the al-Agsa Intifada, but al-Quds remains a key front of the
West & squo; s war on Islam Mislins cannot afford to forget this as our gazes are drawn
el sewhere, to CGhazzah, Iraqg, Afghanistan and ot her places of greater nedia profile at
this tinme.
